Ugborough Primary School     A Message from the Governors-
Following the sad news that Mrs Whiteman will be leaving us, we would like to express our gratitude for everything she has achieved.  There will be formal opportunities for this in July.

In the meantime, the Governors are exploring a range of possibilities to ensure that we secure the best possible leadership for Ugborough Primary, to build on Mrs Whiteman’s considerable achievements.

The role of the head teacher has changed considerably in the last few years, with increasing demands made on their time to comply with government initiatives.  In addition to the option of advertising the post of head teacher, the Governors are exploring the possibility of federating with another school to ensure a strong leadership model.
The idea is that in each school, a key person would take the role of ‘head of teaching and learning’ (the traditional head teacher role). In addition to this, there would be an ‘executive head teacher’ who would be responsible for the management and strategic leadership of both schools. Federation would provide greater flexibility and opportunities for sharing resources, including the expertise of teaching, leadership and administrative staff. This would enable more specialist teaching and avoid the duplication of many leadership, management and administrative tasks.

We are obviously in the very early stages of our discussions about the way forward and a final decision about federation, would only be made after thorough consultation with all interested parties in both schools.   

We  will, of course, keep you informed of developments.

I try to look suitably bashful and then blurt out that I am grateful that my pioneering efforts to hold the inaugural meeting of the Ugborough Astronomical Society on the top of Ugborough Beacon at the end of March/ first week of April are being recognized.  “It will be wonderful to watch the brilliantine Venus emerge from the twilight just above the western horizon followed by that faint pinpoint of light that is the planet Mercury close by just before dark” I enthuse.  

I realize I may have said the wrong thing as I am struck by high velocity pencil and equally penetrating glare.  “I am talking about an incredible achievement – let me spell it out - one thousand seven hundred and forty six”.  I am struck by a panic attack unequalled since my sole appearance in the Village Quiz and then there appears a glimmer of understanding.  “Of course - you are making reference to my remarks last month on asteroids – it was in 1746 that the renowned monk, mathematician and astronomer Giuseppe Piazzi was born.  It was he who in 1801 observed what appeared to be a tiny dot of light moving against the background of stars.  For the following week he tracked its path and realized he was seeing a mini planet and so discovered Ceres – the first asteroid.  And at this very moment Vesta (the fourth asteroid discovered less than ten years later in 1807) is traversing the constellation Leo and is proving a real challenge even with a telescope.  Indeed finding Vesta over the last few days has been a celebration of efforts of this pioneering star gazer”.

Devon Care & Repair was discussed at a meeting attended by your Parish Cllr Liz Lloyd.  This is a free advisory service for those over 60 or disabled of any age who are home owners or private tenants, with home repairs, adaptions or improvements.  The service can help organise builders, secure grants, loans and benefits, fill forms, advise on insulation, energy efficiency and insulation. Boundary Review  The decision was released just before the February Parish Council Meeting, in which Exeter will be awarded unitary status and the rest of Devon County Council will continue as a two tier authority.  Reaction from your District and Councillors was negative: The proposed changes would be more costly for both Exeter and the rest of Devon, and Exeter would have no hinterland in which to expand and develop.  It was also suggested that the changes would not be implemented as Devon County Council was likely to apply for a judicial review and an election was just round the corner.

Moorhaven Playing Field  Some progress has been made and the license should be signed next month, which will enable the youth of the parish to use the playing field.  However, sufficient funding has yet to be secured and planning permission will be needed to level the playing field.

Planning Applications  No objections were raised to the proposed extension and driveway improvements at Spring Cottage, Filham; the garage and sail loft at Wisteria House, Wrangaton; or the alterations and refurbishment of the barns at Venn House, Ugborough.  

Enforcement action at Cutwellcombe Farm  The appeal has been dismissed, subject to corrections and variations to the Enforcement Notice.  Dartmoor Motorcross Club has emailed its 2010 programme: Practice days will be held on the 14th & 27th February, with races on the 4th April, 13th June and 8th August.

Photography competition  Finally, I have just received details of a photo competition to celebrate the 50th anniversary of the South Devon Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty (part of which is to the far south of our Parish). The closing date is the 30th April, and there is a special category for Under 16s.  For more details, including the prizes, visit www.sdaonb-comp.org.uk
