History Corner  Alan Yates

The (unofficial) Royal Visit to Wrangaton. 

The occasion was the Dartmoor Hunt Point-to-Point of 1928 when the late Duke of Windsor, then Prince of Wales, (King Edward Vlll), rode his horse “Miss Muffet” in the adjacent Hunts race, finishing second.  The winner was a horse called “Ladder”, owned and ridden by Mr. Brake, a Somerset farmer.  

The history group was recently given a copy of a letter from 1978, written by Mr A S Colley which referred to a photograph of the Prince inspecting the track, taken by himself in 1928.  He goes on to say:- 

For many years the Dartmoor Hunt held their meetings over “fair hunting country” (which meant banks) on Cannamore and Ladywell farms.  A good hunter, trained to the job, would take a bank by jumping “on and off”, and would never try to fly it.  Visiting riders, unfamiliar with the obstacle and the technique, frequently came to grief when their mounts failed to clear in attempting to fly the bank like a fence.  In 1912 Captain Gerald Hallifax, Master of the South Pool Harriers was killed when his horse, “The Pedlar”, fell heavily at a bank close to Ladywell Farm.  The stewards stopped the meeting and the large crowd of racegoers silently dispersed.  This later lead to a decision being taken to hold the meeting over fences.  

A photo of the Prince taking the final hurdle appeared in The Times on 28th.April 1928.  Although it cannot be reproduced here, you can view it by following these instructions:-

http://infotrac.london.galegroup.com/itweb/dls_earl.  Enter your Devon Libraries ticket number.
Select:- The Times Digital Archive.

Select “keyword search” from the left hand column.

Search for Wrangaton and select “view 1 article” under “picture gallery”.

Don’t be put off by “New Throne in St. Pauls” – scroll to the bottom of the page.

(If you look at the address bar, you will see why I didn’t just quote that for you to go straight there).

Also a reminder that the 2010 Heritage Open Days, take place from 9th to 12th September. Heritage Open Days celebrates England’s architecture and culture by allowing visitors free access to interesting properties that are either not usually open, or would normally charge an entrance fee. They also include tours, events and activities that focus on local architecture and culture.  Heritage Open Days provide visitors with a unique opportunity to explore and enjoy these sometimes hidden, often curious and always interesting places in English cities, towns and villages - and completely free of charge.  In 2009, I enjoyed a roof tour (inside & out) of Exeter Cathedral and a visit to the Dartmoor National Park’s Devon Longhouse at Higher Uppacott.

Access to some of the places is limited and you may need to book.  Check the website from the end of July for details,  www.heritageopendays.org.uk.

Three meetings were held in the Parish during May: the normal Parish Council Meeting; the Annual Parish Council Meeting, in which Tom Holway was re-elected Chairman and George Beable Vice Chairman; and a Public Meeting to discuss the Site Allocation DPD, which was requested at the Annual Parish Meeting.
South Hams District Council Local Development Plan Site Allocation DPD
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The consultation document has now been made available, and the period for consultation has just been extended to the 2nd July.  Comments may be submitted online through the SHDC Consultation Portal at http://consult.southhams.gov.uk/portal 

(which can be accessed through the SHDC website) – but, a word of warning, you have to register before you submit any comments, and I am still waiting for email confirmation of my registration.  So don’t leave it until the last minute.

The Site Allocation DPD is now proposing about 20 dwellings (or 35 dwellings according to Table 1) on a reduced area than previously proposed, as shown in the site plan, which would be built beyond 2016.  No mention is made of providing additional parking or play areas, which was requested by the Parish Council.  

The requested Public Meeting was held on the 25th May and the Village Hall was full.  The general feeling at the meeting was that some new development was needed to keep the village viable, but that it should be spread over a number of sites, rather than concentrated on the one site.  Access through congested Lutterburn Street to reach the proposed site was inadequate, and local residents suggested that an open space, community orchard or additional parking would be more appropriate.  These comments will be considered by the Parish Council at its June meeting and reflected in its consultation submission.

The Police  The Community Messaging service was introduced by Neighbourhood Beat Officer Jacqui Hopper at the Annual Parish Council Meeting.  This free service provides email, fax or telephone alerts as a way of contacting you quickly and easily to ask you for your help or to prevent or solve a crime.  You can register online at www.devon-cornwall.police.uk, or ask for a Registration Form by calling 08452 777 444 or collect one from the Police Station – and you can specify the type of alerts, such as Community Speedwatch. 

Planning Applications  No objections were raised to the proposed works to trees subject to Tree Preservation Orders at Magnolia Barn, Quarry Farm, Ugborough; the storm porch and sun room/conservatory at 20 Pykes Down, Ivybridge; the conservatory, under garden store and decking at 18 Moorland Close, Bittaford; or the garage with games room/studio over at Toad Hall, Filham.  

Councillors raised no objection to the alterations, hardstanding and storage facility for bin cleaning company at SX648 555, Filham, but queried why an application for change of use was not required, requested that the usage be restricted to the applicant, and that a COSHH statement on the storage of chemicals be undertaken. 

The outline application for an agricultural dwelling at Dunwell Farm, Ugborough received Councillor support as it would provide housing for a young local family to carry on their traditional farming industry and to remain within the community.  In addition, living next to the workplace would minimise travel to work and was necessary for continuous supervision of the farm.

A Community Outreach by Bittaford Methodist Church



St Peter’s Church, Ugborough   

Dear friends,

Caroline and I have had a busy four months with Ugborough and Ermington coming under our care in addition to the six other parishes.  It has been a joy ministering in the two additional villages, and finding so many friendships cross over the boundaries of the parishes.  It is a challenge facing the responsibility of having six grade one listed buildings, with ancient histories, all needing continual maintenance.  It has been a joy working with people, who love the Lord Jesus, and who want others to share in this relationship.  The clergy have the privilege of working with parishioners at significant points in their lives, and we having the joy of working with over twenty couples as they prepare to celebrate their wedding day in our ancient churches.  It has been humbling to help people say goodbye to loved ones at funerals, and a joy to baptise and prepare candidates for Confirmation.

The Bishop of Plymouth has started the process of appointing an assistant Curate Part Stipendiary to live in Ugborough and minister across the Mission Community.  I hope that we can find the right person for this ministry and hope that they can take up their post before Christmas.  We have needed to make a number of changes in the pattern of services and have appreciated the patience of the seven churches, together with the prayers for our ministry amongst the eight parishes.  Please continue to check the magazines for any changes in usual patterns of services.

All the PCCs are attempting to try and increase the numbers attending our churches by twenty five percent in the next few years.
