[image: image7.wmf] Your Stars Tonight.  “And what will be your contribution to our celebration of Ugborough’s way of life on Fair Day” says the steamed dietor.  I extemporise “How about if I did tattoos – Hawkwind and Metallica and Slayer should appeal to the young folk?” but a steely glint brings me to a halt and the starry skies in June look preferable.

But even the night sky is vaguely disconcerting – looking South I can no longer recognise the familiar constellations of the winter evenings.  Old friends like Orion the Hunter, with his belt and sword, are no longer visible.  Leo the Lion is drawing closer to the Western Horizon each night and by the end of July will disappear from our view not to return until winter. In the last few months I have learnt to recognise Leo because it is the same place in the sky as the still bright planet Saturn.  It is easy once you recognise the pattern of the 5 stars making the head and curving neck, then the trapezoid of its body - and with a little imagination it even has legs.   Of course the 7 stars of the Plough are always directly overhead throughout the year.  The other name for this constellation is Ursa Major – the Bear – a name that is common to most of the ancient civilizations across Europe, Asia and also the Native American Indians.  They see the 4 stars as a Bear and the 3 stars of the plough handle as 3 hunters – think on it next time you look up at it. 

These constellations actually do resemble the figure after which they are named.  It is the wonder of the human brain that we can pick out patterns from the torrent of visual information that our eyes are collecting.  Without this skill our ancestors would not have survived – for the brain to recognise a few leaves moving in a forest signalled either food or danger to a Neolithic hunter, just as the pattern of seed heads against a sun bleached scrubland meant survival, while today a tiny flicker of blue light in the rear mirror is instantly interpreted by the brain and saves the driver’s licence.    

Inspiration comes and I rush back to the house.  “At the Fair I could be a Wizard and tell people fortunes from the stars” I enthuse.  “I’ll drape your camper van in black velvet, and wear a pointy black hat with gold stars, and I know some one who can lend me an ankle length black coat and I’ll charge a pound a time to make predictions.  ‘You’re a Gemini and your Council Tax bill will be an unpleasant surprise’, ‘As a Taurus, you will awake tomorrow with a headache’, and for the younger ones ‘You’re a typical Pisces and your exam results will reflect on your character.’ I’ll get loads of money and we will give it to the church so they have a stained glass window in memory of you as the patron saint of journalism”.  “Or one for you as the patron saint of old …”, but the door slams as she leaves the room and I will never know.

Did Ugborough provide the inspiration for Dad’s Army?

The loyal inhabitants of the Parish of Ugborough, Devon, have lately given an example, well worthy of imitation by every Parish in the Kingdom, and which entitles them the highest level of praise from all their countrymen; they have divided themselves into five considerable companies, one for each of the divisions of the parish, to be headed by some respectable Gentleman Farmers.  The object of this laudable association is, in the event of an actual invasion to be ready to break up the roads, fell trees, and impede by every possible means the enemy’s progress thro’ the country; and to drive from the sea coast the live stock &c. into the interior.  As the parish of Ugborough is very extensive, the signal for the junction of the several parties, on any emergency, is to be made by hoisting a yellow flag, with a black cross, on the tower of the church.

Ugborough Parish Council    Clerk:  Sarah Woodman   Tel: 01364 642145 
 email: ugboroughhpc@yahoo.co.uk  Website: www.ugboroughparishcouncil.gov.uk
The Parish Council has been very busy since the last Newsletter, with three meetings:

1.  The Annual Parish Meeting – held for parishioners to have their say about local issues.  Speaker Lady Jane Frere discussed the role of the Magistrate in the community and was keen to recruit new magistrates, particularly younger, working applicants.

The police reported that Ugborough was a safe area, but that made the residents complacent and therefore vulnerable to crime.  The police were having a drive towards better communication – through police surgeries in the parish, the newsletter, the police website www.devon-cornwall.police.uk and email.  Speeding continued to be an issue and the Police would be making greater use of their hand held speed detection device.

The District and County Councillors concentrated on the implications of the Boundary Review, which would reduce local representation and whose estimated savings were debateable.  Cllr Mumford commented on the inadequate funding for schools and highway maintenance in the County, and Cllr Lawrence praised the SHDC record on recycling and its introduction of the parking permit scheme and free swimming for the over 60s.

Dartmoor National Park Authority Ranger Paul Salmon gave a fascinating review of the ranger service over the last 30 years, particularly in relation to the introduction of new technology, the emphasis on conservation issues arising from changes in DEFRA’s subsidy arrangements, and the introduction of the ‘right to roam’.  The DNPA provide a range of guided walks, activities for children and even a downloadable audio walk for Haytor – details are available on the website, www.dartmoor-npa.gov.uk.

Reports were received from local groups, including details of the new building works at Bittaford Community Hall and the proposal to build a sustainable, purpose-built facility for Ugborough preschool and playgroup in the school grounds.

2.  The Annual Parish Council Meeting – in which Parish Council arrangements for the next year are agreed.  Cllr Tom Holway continues as the Chairman and Cllr George Beable the Vice-Chairman.

3.  The Parish Council Meeting – Which started with members of the public updating the Parish Council on developments at Cutwellcombe; apparently, SHDC was taking enforcement action following the withdrawal of the planning application, but an appeal has now been lodged against the enforcement notice.

The Police had carried out speed enforcement in Wrangaton and Bittaford, with 2 fixed penalty tickets being issued and 4 drivers warned for exceeding the speed limit.  The South Hams had seen a spate of burglaries from business premises and parishioners were asked to be vigilant and immediately report suspicious or odd activity.  
Vandalism has, again, been a problem in the Ugborough Burial Ground – this time during the day on a Sunday.  Please keep a look out for the offenders.

Accounts The independent ‘Internal Auditor’ had declared the Parish Council’s accounts as ‘Excellent’; spending over the last financial year amounted to nearly £15,900, with receipts of £14,925, leaving a balance at the end of the year of just over £16,000.

The Parish Plan questionnaire and Housing Needs survey were distributed at the beginning of May and, if you have not already returned the forms, please do so within the next few weeks.  Contact the Clerk if you have any queries about completing or returning the forms.  (Your newsletter deliverer will have attempted to collect it from you.  Editor)
The Moorhaven Playing Field moved one step closer, as Moorhaven Management agreed to the proposal to level the field and make it available to the Parish.  The next steps are to agree a licence on the land, seek grant funding and apply for planning permission.

Planning Applications No objections were raised to the proposed extension at Twains Nook, Bittaford; the conversion to commercial use at Ludbrook Barn; the extensions at Shellwood Hill, Ugborough; the garden room at Whiteley Farm, Ivybridge; nor the floodlights, portable spectator stand, clubhouse extension and additional parking at Erme Playing Fields.  However, the Parish Council did object to the resubmitted proposals for commercial development on the field east of Siding Cross on the grounds that the proposed uses were unsuitable adjacent to residential properties, overdevelopment of the site and inadequate parking provision.

Residential Sites By the time the Parish Council reached the proposed residential site allocations in the Parish, time was moving towards 10pm and it was decided to consider these very significant proposals at the June Parish Council Meeting.  Details of the proposals are given on the SHDC website, www.southhams.gov.uk – look under Forward Planning (Local Development Framework).  As sites have been identified around Ugborough and Ivybridge, they may affect you.

The next Parish Council meeting will be held at 7.30pm on Thursday 11th June, and you are welcome to attend.

June in the Church

The Sunday following Pentecost (Whit Sunday) has for centuries been known as Trinity Sunday. This year, because Pentecost falls on the 31st May, the first Sunday of June is Trinity Sunday, when the Church commemorates the unity of the Godhead – Father, Son & Holy Spirit. The feast has been particularly popular in England, and peculiarly, in the English Church, and the extended Anglican Communion, we number the Sundays which follow, right up to Advent Sunday, as “Sundays after Trinity”.

And June has its fair share of Saints’ days. The major saints include St Barnabas (11th June), St. John the Baptist (24th June) and St. Peter (29th June). In the Middle Ages, the Eve of St, John was a popular mid-summer Fair Day when bonfires were lit, and our own Ugborough Fair may have marked the feast of St. Peter, our Church’s patron saint. Other saints commemorated in June include the Cornish St. Petroc (4th June), St. Boniface of Crediton, also known as Winfrith (5th June), a son of Devon who took Christianity to the Germans, the Irish bishop St. Columba (9th June) who preached to the Scots, and St. Alban (22nd June), Britain’s first martyr, commemorated in the name of the Hertfordshire city.

These Saints, and many like them, were “lights in the world” in their generations. All Christian people are “called to be saints” in their own generation, sealed by baptism, and secure in the faith of the Holy and Undivided Trinity. In St. Peter’s Church, in this month of June, we shall keep Trinity Sunday, and the Sundays which follow, and remember the Saints, and in our prayers, remember too God’s world and its peoples near and far.
You are welcome to the Choral Evensong at St. Mary’s church, Diptford on Sunday 14th June at 6.30 p.m.  This will be sung by the Boys and Men of Exeter Cathedral Choir.
